The Fraternal Order of Police es-
timates that more than 25,000
people attended National Police
Week activities in and around Wash-
ington, including approximately
1,200 officers that participated in the
2009 Police Unity Tour - a cross-
country bicycle ride that raises
awareness of officers killed in the
line of duty and to raise money for
the Memorial Fund and the Hall of
Remembrance in the National Law
Enforcement Museum. This year
they donated $1.3 million.

Several officers from North Caro-
lina participated in the tour to honor
officers killed in the line of duty from
our state.

“Every day, peace officers put on
their uniforms and go to work to safe-
guard America’s communities and
uphold the freedoms we hold dear,”
said President Obama in signing a
proclamation May 11 honoring the
nation’s law enforcement.

The president did not attend this
year’s memorial service, but he of-
fered praise to the men and women
who “routinely place themselves in
harm’s way to protect people they
do not and will not know,” he said.

“They serve willingly and devot-
edly, and their commitmentis essen-
tial for us to maintain a healthy qual-
ity of life, a strong economy, the
safety of our families, and a robust
national security system.

“The benefits that peace officers
provide come with great sacrifice,”
the president said. “Every year, many
give their lives in the performance
of their duties. Their contributions
live on in the communities they
strengthened, and their service will
never be forgotten.”

Attorney General Eric H. Holder,

to express a debt of gratitude that
we owe to all those for whom the
work continues.

“Itis right, therefore, that we take
time every year to pause and re-
member the brave men and women
in blue who
work tirelessly
to serve our
communities
and protect the
bedrock free-
doms  that
make our na-
tion great,” he
said.

“It is right to
pause and rec-
ognize their amazing acts of hero-
ism, their bravery in the line of fire,
their selfless service amidst dimin-
ishing resources and ever increas-
ing demands. But most of all, it is
right to stop and pay solemn tribute
to those fallen heroes who have

giventheir lives, who have given that
last measure of devotion in service
to a grateful nation.

“They will live on in the stories of
courage and sacrifice told and re-
told by their grateful fellow officers,
some of whom live today only be-
cause a friend laid down his or her
life in the line of duty. These heroes
will live on in the homes and neigh-
borhoods of millions of law abiding
citizens across the country, whose
streets are safer and whose free-
doms are more secure because of
the sacrifices of these fallen officers.

“And most of all, they will live onin
the hearts of their surviving loved
ones — in the parents who never
thought they would have to bury their
child, in the spouses who are forced
to pick up the pieces, in the children
who are forced to bear a sadness
that no child should ever have to
bear,” he said.

The Attorney General reminded
us that our heroes live on in each of
us. Holder said he was grateful to
be surrounded by thousands of dedi-
cated police officers who serve on
the front lines. “Every morning, you
put on your uniforms and head to
work knowing thatyou may be called
upon to put your own lives on the
line,” he said. “You make the choice
to do so willingly - indeed, you em-
brace it. You serve for a purpose far
greater than yourselves, and for that
you deserve our undying gratitude.”

At the conclusion of the service,
leaders of the Fraternal Order of
Police, the FOP Auxiliary, Concern
of Police Survivors and the
NLEOMF brought the wreath, filled
with red flowers in the shape of a star,
from the Capitol to the memorial site
where it remained under the watch
of honor guards as hundreds of of-
ficers and family members passed,
some bending down to touch the
names of fallen friends or leave flow-
ers and other mementos.

At midnight, a lone piper played
Amazing Grace as the flags in Judi-
ciary Square were returned to full
staff signaling the end of Peace Of-
ficers Memorial Day.

Bagpipes and the choir added to
the somber tone, as family members
hugged and officers wiped away
tears remembering those who had
died inthe line of duty.

Following the service, the North
Carolina Fraternal Order of Police
sponsored a luncheon for officers
and families.

Across North Carolina, local FOP
lodges and police departments
sponsored events during the month
of May honoring the memory of lo-
cal police officers. In Catawba
County, the lodge dedicated a new
law enforcementmemorial. The High
Point Police Department also dedi-
cated a new memorial, a six-foot
bronze statute of a High Point po-
lice officer. In Gaston County, took
on the responsibility of organizing
the countywide wreath-laying cer-
emony.

In addition to Murray, seven other
North Carolina law enforcement of-
ficers have been killed in the line of
duty since last May, including:

» Deputy Christopher Boehm of
the Onslow County Sheriff's Office.
The 36-year-old deputy was killed on
June 14, 2008.

Boehm and a local firefighter were
struck and killed by a tractor trailer
while directing trafficon U.S. 17. The
two, along with a deputy who was
injured, were assisting at the scene
of a controlled burn at Camp
Lejeune.

The driver of the truck was
charged with two counts of misde-
meanor death by motor vehicle and
one count of exceeding the safe
speed.

Deputy Boehm had served with
the Onslow County Sheriff's Office
for 10 years. He is survived by his
wife and four children.

« Trooper David Shawn Blanton
Jr. of the N.C. Highway Patrol. The
24-year-old trooper was killed on
June 17, 2008.

Blanton was shot and killed while
making a traffic stop on 1-40 near

Officers from the London, England and Poland. Many of the international officers said they had pai
way to be a part of National Policékeek.

Canton. A struggle ensued during
the stop and he was fatally shot.

The suspect took Blanton’s ser-
vice weapon and fled the scene. He
was apprehended a short time later
by deputies from the Haywood
County Sheriff's Office and officers
from the Canton Police Department.
He was subsequently charged with
capital murder.

Trooper Blanton had served with
the Highway Patrol for two years and
had previously served as a dis-
patcher for the Cherokee Tribal Po-
lice Department. He is survived by
his wife. His son, Tye, passed away
in October 2008 at the age of four
months.

« Trooper Andrew James Stocks
ofthe N.C. Highway Patrol. The 43-
year-old trooper was killed on Sept.
9, 2008.

Stocks was killed in an automo-
bile accident when his patrol car
collided with a garbage truck. He was
responding to an accident when the
collision occurred on Ten-Ten Road
inApex..

He was transported to Wake-Med
Hospital where he died from his in-
juries.

Trooper Stocks was a veteran of
both the U.S. Army and U.S. Marine
Corps. He had served with the N.C.
Highway Patrol for four years. He is
survived by his wife and a child.

gram by $50 million, anticipating
fewer line of duty deaths,” he said.
“But this will not, repeat not, reduce
the benefits received by officers or
their families in the in the event they
qualify for a disability or death ben-
efit.”

Canterbury said it is required by
statutes that benefits are paid. “It
is important to recognize that this
is a numbers game - a budgetary
device, not an actual reduction that
would impact an officer or gis sur-
viving family in terms of the ben-
efits to which he or they would be
entitled,” he said. “No matter what
the budget or the appropriation is,

the federal government is required
by statute to pay all sucessful
claims in full, whether they were 20
or 220.

“Frankly, | hope the administra-
tion saves even more than $50
million because that means fewer
officers will have made the ultimate
sacrifice in the line of duty,” he
said.

There were 133 police officers
killed in the line of duty last year, the
lowest amount since 1960, accord-
ing to the National Law Enforcement
Officers Memorial Fund. The group
said killings of police officers are up
21 percent so far in 2009, compared
to the same period the year before.

» Deputy Adam William Klutz of the
Caldwell County Sheriff's Office. The
25-year-old deputy was killed on
Sept. 19, 2008.

Klutz was shot and killed while re-
sponding to a 911 hang-up call on
Fox Winkler Road.

The deputy was the first on the
scene and was shot as he exited his
patrol car. He was transported to
Caldwell Memorial Hospital, where
he died from his injuries.

A second deputy who arrived a
shorttime later was shot in the chest
several times and wounded as he
also exited his patrol car. His bullet
proof vest saved his life. The sus-
pect fled the scene.

Five days later, deputies search-
ing for the suspect found him dead
from a self-inflicted gunshot wound
on his property near Lenior.

Deputy Klutz had served with the
Caldwell County Sheriff's Office for
one and a half years. He had previ-
ously worked at the Caldwell Deten-
tion Center for approximately one
year and had served three months
with the Hickory Police Department.
He is survived by his parents.

« Officer Richard Matthews of the
Wilmington Police Department. The
28-year-old officer was killed on Feb.
18, 2009.

Matthews was killed in an auto-
mobile accident while responding to
backup another office. His patrol car
struck a tree after he swerved to
avoid a box in the roadway on Ship-
yard Boulevard. He was transported
to New Hanover Regional Medical
Center where he was pronounced
dead.

Officer Matthews had served with
the Wilmington Police Department
for two years and had previously
served with the New York City Po-
lice Department for three years.

He is survived by his parents.

» Deputy Allen Pearson of the
Lenior County Sheriff's Office. The
29-year-old deputy was killed on
April 8, 2009.

Pearson was shot and killed as
he and other members of the

Lenior’s Special Response Unit at-
tempted to apprehend a suspect
who had murdered awoman the pre-
vious day in a rural area of Lenior
County.

Deputies had responded to the
scene after receiving reports of a
man shooting a gun on a wooded
path. When they arrived, they found
the vehicle of amurder victim parked
nearby. The suspect was located in
the woods, where he was firing his
rifle. The suspect refused to surren-
der and fired at the deputies.

The Lenior County Sheriff's Office
Special Response Unit was dis-
patched to the scene and located
the suspect with the help of a N.C.
Highway Patrol helicopter. As the
officers approached to take him into
custody, the suspect opened fire
with hisrifle, which led to a gun battle
in which Pearson was fatally
wounded and a second detective
suffered a gunshot wound to his
neck.

The suspect was shot several
times by deputies and died from his
wounds.

Deputy Pearson had served with
the Lenior County Sheriff's Office for
eight years. He is survived by his
wife.

» Deputy Brandon Scott Coker of
the Vance County Sheriff's Office.
The 27-year-old deputy was killed on
April 25, 2009.

Coker was killed in an automobile
accident while attempting to inter-
ceptareckless driver. His patrol car
ran off the road on Nutbrush Road
and struck a tree, causing fatal inju-
ries.

Deputy Coker had served with the
Vance County Sheriff's Office for
three years and had previously
served with the Warrenton Police
Department. He is survived by his
wife, parents and four brothers.

Collective Bargaining

As many of you know HR
413 has been introduced in
the House of Representa-
tives and seems to be mov-
ing quickly. Perhaps this leg-
islation not moved through
Congress as quickly as
many of us would like to see
butitis moving none the less.

Most Washington insid-
ers, including the leadership
of the Fraternal Order of Po-
lice feel this legislation will
pass during the 111th Con-
gress.

Those that were in atten-
dance at the North Carolina
State Board Meeting in
Wilmington heard National
President Chuck Canterbury
say they felt sure the bill
would pass. In fact, we be-
lieve there are enough votes

to bring it the House floor for
avote.

Ifand when passed, there
will be a two-year compli-
ance period that the states
will have to implement the
legislation, but it will no
longer be a state rights’ is-
sue. That's why it is so im-
portant for the North Caro-
lina Fraternal Order of Police
to prepare now for collective
bargaining.

With that in mind, the
Board of Directors voted
unanimously to host a collec-
tive bargaining seminar later
this year. This will be a
hands-on seminar that will
allow our members to actu-
ally bargain a contract from
beginning to end. The Na-
tional FOP has been con-
ducting these seminars
though the Labor Services
Committee for more than five
years. They have been very
well attended and are very
informative.

The State Lodge’s Labor
Committee made the motion
for the State Lodge to pay for
this training for our member-
ship. The only cost the local
lodge will be transportation
to the seminar, accommo-
dations and the per diem.
We have been in discus-
sions with the South Caro-

Crime Gains MomentumAs Economy Sumbles

While Wall Street grap-
ples with its financial down-
pour, main street America
is dealing with a potential
perfect storm of crime.
Tighter budgets for public
safety services have re-
sulted in fewer resources to
combat crime at the local
level. Reduced services
and a tough economic fu-
ture can make people re-
sort to crime just to make
ends meet.

Recently, Alfonso Len-
hardt of the National Crime
Prevention Council ad-
dressed a group of law en-
forcement professional. He
had some good ideas that
are worth repeating.

“Waves of local crime are
breaking out in communi-
ties all across the country.
It is imperative that the
Obama administration act
now to stem the rising tide
of crime,” he said.

Recently, 45 cities, in a
survey conducted by the
Police Executive Research
Forum, reported a 12 per-
centincrease in robberies
over the last two years and
an increase of nearly 10
percent in aggravated as-
saults with a firearm. Fur-

thermore, a recent report
stated that nearly 30 per-
centof U.S. cities reported
an increase in vandalism
and burglary from fore-
closed properties.

Sure, the Obama admin-
istration has offered stimulus
money and JAG grants for
law enforcement, but the
damage has already been
done as police departments
have already been forced to
make deep budget cuts, re-
duced services, trimmed the
workforce and foregone hir-
ing new officers.

Lenhardt says if America
wants to stop the rising
crime in our hardest-hit
communities and keep
crime at bay in others, we

must invest in comprehen-
sive approaches to fighting
crime.

The NCPC is calling for
a five-step agenda to pre-
vent crime:

1. Restore funding to lo-
cal law enforcement and
public safety services with
emphasis on bringing
crime prevention education
services back to local po-
lice departments.

2. Create amovement to
prevent crime in America.
Call upon all citizens to be-
come actively engaged in
the effort to reduce crime
and getinvolved in preven-
tion activities that create
safer, more caring commu-
nities.

3. Support crime preven-
tion education initiatives
and programs that work to
build better citizens who
work to prevent crime in
communities hardest hit by
current spikes in crime.

4. Establish a crime-pre-
vention organization in ev-
ery state whose responsi-
bility would be to engage all
levels of the community in
prevention strategies and
to work with local law en-
forcement to find solutions
to local crime problems.

5. Reduce the rate of re-
cidivism by providing re-
entry programs, crime-pre-
vention education, and job
opportunities for the more
than 650,000 prisoners re-
turning to their communi-
ties each year.

These sound like pro-
grams that need to be
implemented or at least
discussed.

Lenhardt did have one
lighthearted offer for Presi-
dent Obama. “If it helps with
the new puppy talk at the
White House, the NCPC is
happy to lend our beloved
icon, McGruff the Crime
Dog, to keep things safe
and sound.”

Collective Bargaining Seminar Held

North Carolina Sate Lodge ® Plan Additional Training For Lodges

Law enforcement officers
in North Carolina should be
prepare for collective bar-
gaining.

Bill Worters, of the Na-
tional Labor Committee,
held a seminar on collective
bargaining for members at-
tending the spring board
meeting in Wilmington.

“When collective bargain-
ing becomes law, then law
enforcement must be ready
and trained to immediately
start negotiations for labor
contracts,” he told a group
of 60 representatives of lo-
cal lodges across North
Carolina.

“Notice that | said, ‘when’
and not ‘if’ the legislation is
passed,” he said, referring
to current legislation that is
making its way to the U.S.
House of Representatives.

H.R. 413, the “Public Em-
ployer-Employee Coopera-
tion Act” has been intro-
duced into the House, and it
is considered one of the
Fraternal Order of Police’s
highest priorities.

The legislation would rec-
ognize the fundamental
rights of public safety em-

ployees - primarily law en-
forcement officers and
firefighters - to form and join
unions and bargain collec-
tively with their employees
over wages, hours, and
working conditions without
undermining state collective
bargaining laws.

National President Chuck
Canterbury has called on
Congress to pass the legis-
lation. “Because this right
has not been recognized,
public safety employees are
denied any opportunity to in-
fluence the decisions which
affect our careers and liveli-
hoods.

“Public safety occupa-
tions are unique, and their
labor relations need to reflect
that,” the president said.

The legislation would em-
power the Federal Labor
Relations Authority to govern
the labor-managementrela-
tionship in those few cases
where state laws are not in
substantial compliance with

Board VotesTo End
Fundraising Program

The North Carolina State
Lodge has ended its busi-
ness relationship with CDG,
the company raising money
for the Fraternal Order of Po-
lice.

The Goldsboro-based of-
fice ceased operations on
April 30, following a vote of
lodge members attending
the spring board meeting in
Wilmington.

They also authorized the
FOP’s executive board to
enter into a new contract with
one or more companies to
handle a new fund-raiser,
possibly a residential and
business program using
telephone solicitations.

The board attached a con-
dition that any approved pro-
gram would not interfere with
local lodge fund-raisers cur-
rently taken place in their re-
spective counties.

The State Lodge had
hoped to create its own fund-
raising program, based on
a business plan that had
been prepared by London,
Whitt & Co. That plan, which
was presented to the execu-
tive board in February, had
recommended a self-sup-
porting fund-raising pro-
gram because it would be

more profitable to the Frater-
nal Order of Police.

However, the state learned
that the initial cost for start-
ing a self-supported pro-
gram would be approxi-
mately $200,000 and would
cost the FOP an additional
$356,000 or more for the first
five to six months of opera-
tion.

The state board had pre-
viously given the FOP lead-
ership the power to start a
self-supporting program.

State President Terry
Mangum told board mem-
bers that it was the opinion
of the executive board that
current economic conditions
would prohibit spending that
much money.

“We had the right to de-
cide, however | didn't think it
was the right thing to do, be-
cause of the large amount of
monies,” he said. “It is ex-
tremely costly, and at this
time risky. We have serious
issues with the economy.
Times are not right pres-
ently.”

The state board agreed.

Local lodges that are con-
ducting fund-raising pro-
grams will be required to
notify the State Lodge so
there will be no conflicts.

the bill's basic, minimal re-
quirements,” he said.

Only a few states, includ-
ing North Carolina, prohibit
law enforcement officers
from organizing and bargain
collectively.

The bill introduced does
not require binding arbitra-
tion and specifically prohib-
its strikes and lockouts and
would notchange any state’s
right-to-work laws.

Canterbury said the FOP
is expecting federal legisla-
tion to pass during the cur-
renttermin Congress. “We
have been in contact with
members of Congress, and
we are certain that it will be-
come law,” he said.

Once passed, states will
have two years toimplement
the legislation, Canterbury
told the group.

bargain collectively.

“The men and women in
law enforcement who put
their lives on the line every-
day to protect our streets and
neighborhoods have a right
to be involved in the deci-
sions which affect their live-
lihoods - something they
cannot do as long as they
are prohibited from exercis-
ing their rights at the bargain-
ing table,” Canterbury said.

H.R. 413 as presented al-
lows states to exempt those
local and county govern-
ments with a population of
less than 5,000 or those
employers with fewer than
25 full-time employees from
participating, Canterbury
said.

Worters stressed the
need for FOP members to
receive training in creating
labor contracts. The national
lodge offers the training, but
atacost.

Greta Philbeck, state La-
bor Relations chairperson,

said the North Carolina State
Lodge is working on holding
such training this fall, possi-
bly in October.

Philbek said the state is
hoping for the South Caro-
lina State Lodge will cospon-
sor the event, which could be
held in Myrtle Beach.

Once planned, the State
Lodge would pick up the cost
of the training; with local
lodges being responsible for
transportation, accommo-
dations and the daily per
diem for lodge representa-
tives to attend.

Philbeck noted that the fed-
eral legislation has 44 co-
sponsors, but only one con-
gressional member from
North Carolina - Walter B.
Jones Jr. from the 3rd Dis-
trict.

She encourages local
lodges to contact their con-
gressional representatives
and encourage support, or at
least vote to bring the legis-
lation to the House floor for
avote.

Collective bargaining leg-
islation does not have sup-
port among some lobbying
groups, such as the League
of Municipalities and the
Sheriff's Association.

2008Was Safestrear

For Law Enforcement

Deaths of law enforce-
ment officers in the line of
duty fell sharply in 2008, with
the number killed by gunfire
reaching its lowest level in
more than five decades, ac-
cording to areport released
by the FBI.

Atougher criminal justice
system is among the rea-
sons cited for a less deadly
year for police.

Statistics show 2008 has
been “one of the safest years
for U.S. law enforcement in
decades.

Based on preliminary
data, the report found that
133 law enforcement offic-
ers were killed in 2008 — 90
of them accidentally and 43
intentionally.

Just the year before, the
group found 181 deaths —
108 of them accidental and
73 intentional.

“Fewer officers were killed
by gunfire in 2008 than in any
year since 1956,” the report
says. “Preliminary data indi-
cate 39 officers died in fire-
arms-related incidents this

year, compared with 68 in
2007, a reduction of 40 per-
cent”

In a statement accompa-
nying the report, Craig W.
Floyd, chairman of the Na-
tional Law Enforcement Of-
ficers Memorial Fund, said,
2007 was a wake-up call for
law enforcementin our coun-
try, and law enforcement ex-
ecutives, officers, associa-
tions and trainers clearly
heeded the call, with a re-
newed emphasis on officer
safety training, equipment
and procedures.”

He listed reasons for the
drop in officer deaths, includ-
ing better training and equip-
ment; increased use of less-
lethal weapons; more offic-
ers wearing bullet-resistant

vests; and an increased
awareness among officers
that “every assignment is
potentially life-threatening.”

Floyd also cited a downturn
inviolent crime in general and
what he called atougher crimi-
nal justice system.

“The reduction in firearms-
related deaths is especially
stunning, given the tremen-
dous firepower possessed by
S0 many criminals today,”
Floyd added in the statement.

While the report is some-
what good news, there also
was some grim statistics too.

“Deaths of female officers
rose sharply to 15 in 2008,
equaling the record high of
2002. For the first time, more
than 1 in 10 of the officers
killed in a single year were
women,” the report says.

“And while overall traffic-
related fatalities declined by
more than 14 percent, the
number of officers struck and
killed rose in 2008 — de-
spite the increased publicity
and enforcement of ‘move
over’ laws and other safety
initiatives.”

In 2008, 71 law enforce-
ment officers were killed in
traffic-related accidents.

“Tragically, many of
these fallen heroes made
the ultimate sacrifice be-
cause drivers just weren't
paying attention,” says
Craig Floyd, Chairman of
the National Law Enforce-
ment Officers Memorial
Fund.

As a result, NLEOMF
has launched a major cam-
paign to provide drivers
with commonsense safety
tips. While the organization
is best known for the Na-
tional Law Enforcement
Officers Memorial in Wash-
ington, D.C., Floyd hopes
this effort will save not just
officers’ lives, but drivers’,
too.

Those tips include:

» Focus on driving. Do
not talk on your cell phone,
eat, or hunt for items in your
car. When you're driving 65
miles per hour, you're trav-
eling almost 100 feet per
second. Atwo-second dis-
traction can be deadly.

« Give officers room. If an
emergency vehicle has its
lights or siren on, slow
down, move to the rightand
stop if possible. Once the
emergency vehicle pas-
ses, do not follow too

closely.

* Move over. When you
see an emergency vehicle
stopped on the side of the
road, slow down and safely
move one lane away if pos-
sible. Many states have
“move over” laws, and vio-
lators can be ticketed.

* Never drive on the
shoulder of a highway. It's
not just illegal — it's dan-
gerous. Emergency ve-
hicles use the shoulder to
getto crashes faster, where
a few seconds can mean
the difference between life
and death.

“Few people realize that
‘routine’ traffic incidents
are so dangerous,” says
Floyd. “But the number of
officers killed on the roads
has increased more than 30
percent during the past
three decades. That can
change, if motorists will just
be more careful.”

NLEOMF encourages
anyone who is serious
about safer driving to sign
its Drive Safely Pledge.
Though the pledge is not
legally binding, Floyd be-
lieves signers will be more
conscientious on the road.

And he adds, “No parent
should even think about let-
ting their teenagers drive
until they've reviewed the
driver safety tips.”

DOJ Issues Guidelines On Obtaining Byrne-JAG-unding In The 2009 RecoverAct

The Department of Justice
recently issued some addi-
tional guidance intended to
help decision-makers and
grant-writers at state and lo-
cal law enforcement agen-
cies to best understand the
process through which they
can apply for 2009 Recov-
eryActAllocations for Byrne
Justice Assistance Grant
(JAG) Program.

There are some “signifi-
cant differences” between
the Byme/JAG awards inthe
so-called economic stimulus
package and JAG funds
agencies have applied forin
years past. These differ-

ences include (but are not
limited to):
*Anincreased emphasis on
job creation and job retention
» Submission of particular
certifications specified in the
solicitation
« Time-specific quarterly
progress reports due 10
days after the end of a quar-
ter
« Specific Recovery Act per-
formance measures
* Increased federal grant
oversight

In the recently released
guidance from the DOJ, it
was noted that JAG monies
associated with the Ameri-
can Recovery and Reinvest-
ment Act of 2009 are not

available to “local govern-
ments that have not reported
at least three years of data
(within the last 10 years for
which UCR data are avail-
able) on Part | violent crimes
ofthe UCR tothe FBl are in-
eligible for direct Recovery
JAG local formula funding.

As a transition to imple-
menting the grant program,
the law permitted Recovery
JAG units of local govern-
ment during 2006, 2007,
and 2008 to qualify for Re-
covery JAG formula funds
based onthe lastthree years
of UCR data which they had
submitted, in any prior
years.”

The DOJ documentation

also includes a catch-all ca-
veat that the “JAG solicitation
includes specific information
on these differences and
additional requirements.”
Translated, this means that
there’s plenty of fine printin
the Recovery Act, and grant
writers at agencies across
the country will have to think
— and do things — a little
differently that they've done
in the past. Since much of
the Byrne-JAG funding will
be granted on a competitive
basis, agencies should en-
sure that the individuals writ-
ing their grants are at the top
of their game. This could re-
quire getting them trained up,
and the time frame to do that

is extremely limited.

Margaret Stark, a consult-
ant who helps public safety
agencies navigate the wa-
ters of grant applications,
recently told PoliceOne that
they should take advantage
of grant assistance and train-
ing to maximize their
chances of winning awards.

“In addition, agencies will
need to have a clear needs-
assessment for their agen-
cies to ensure the funding will
be used for the most critical
needs within their depart-
ments,” Stark told Police-
One.

Drug Smugglers Becoming Moe Creative, U.SAgents Say

Drug traffickers are throwing
everything they’'ve got at getting
drugs into the United States any way
they can.

At the San Ysidro crossing near
the Mexican border, officials have
found drugs smuggled in things such
as tables, toys, furniture, holiday
candles, even tennis shoes.

“Their bottom line is to make
money, and they are going to do
whatever they can to ensure that that
happens,” said Mike Unzueta, the
special agent in charge for
Immigration and Customs
Enforcementin San Diego. “They've
become very, very creative.”

Drugs also are brought in
underground through tunnels; some
100 have been discovered since
1990 along the 1,950-mile U.S.-
Mexico border. The most
sophisticated tunnels have lights, air
systems and hydraulics. While drugs
flow north into the United States,
weapons and cash flow south into
Mexico.

The smuggling organizations are
well-established and sophisticated.
They have a recognized hierarchy
and employ the latest technology,
said Rafael Reyes, chief of global
enforcement operations for the U.S.
Drug Enforcement Administration.

Border agents have found radios,
cells phones and global positioning
system tracking devices, leading
officials to believe drug cartels
positioned on or close to the border

and board these vessels before they
getto Mexico. But evidence of drug
smuggling needed for prosecution
is hard to come by — because
traffickers on these crafts easily can
escape by opening a hatch, tossing
out a life raft and then scuttling the
vessel to the bottom of the ocean
along with its cargo.

A U.S. law signed in January
makes it illegal to operate a
stateless SPSS and will allow the
Coast Guard to arrest people it used
to have to release because drug
evidence was on the bottom of the
ocean.

Mexico produces three out of the
four major abused drugs in the
United States — marijuana, heroin
and methamphetamines, according
to the DEA. Cocaine, however,
comes from South America, but it
and the other three drugs are all
shipped through Mexico into the

are in constant contact with drug
runners.

“These guys are very ingenious,”
Reyes said. “They will exploit any
vulnerability that they can.”

Reyes said that means factoring
in the possibility a certain
percentage of drugs will be seized
by federal agents: “They'll line up 10
loads, and if you pick off two or three,
well, that's the cost of doing
business, ‘I got seven across.’ So
it's that shotgun mentality.”

The same thinking applies to
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cally reserves a total of about $4 bil-
lionintended to help state, local, and
tribal police prevent crime and im-
prove the criminal justice systemin
the United States, “while supporting
the creation of jobs and much
needed resources for states and lo-
cal communities.” Among all of the
stated purposes of the stimulus
package, the preservation and cre-
ation of jobs is considered to be
paramount.

Infact, included in documents is-
sued in conjunction with the an-
nouncement that the DOJ had be-
gun to accept JAG applications was
the statement: “As one of its many
elements, the Recovery Act provides
the U.S. Department of Justice
(DOJ) with funding for grants to as-
sist state, local, and tribal law en-
forcement (including support for hir-
ing), to combat violence against
women, to fight Internet crimes
against children, to improve the func-
tioning of the criminal justice system,
to assist victims of crime, and to
support youth mentoring.

DOJis committed to working with
our national, state, local and tribal
partners to ensure this funding in-
vests in the American workforce.”

For law enforcement, the funds in
the Recovery Act most directly con-
nected with jobs is the roughly $1
billion in COPS funding, all of which
is required to go to jobs. But there
are ways to tie your applications for
JAG grants to the creation and re-
tention of jobs.

For starters, if the equipment for
which you are seeking funding is
made in the United States, you'd be

crazy to not note that in your appli-
cation.

Time is of the essence
U.S. Attorney General Eric Holder
recently said that because the esti-
mated $2 billion in Byrne JAG grant
funding is formula-based, agencies
will be able to “access these much
needed resources quickly.”

Attorney General Holder sug-
gested that once the DOJ receives
applications, “we will start getting the
money out the door within fifteen
days.”

That formula, according to docu-
mentation outlining the procedures
to apply for this funding, is based on
population and violent crime statis-
tics, in combination with a minimum
allocation to ensure that each state
and territory receives an appropri-
ate share of funding.

Sixty percent of the allocation is
awarded directly to a state and 40
percentis set aside for units of local
government.

“This funding is key to helping our
states and local governments fight
crime and keep our streets safe,”
A.G. Holder recently said, adding that
the DOJ is “moving ahead of sched-
ule to allocate these resources so
we can retain police officers, en-
hance law enforcement capabilities,
and ensure that we have the tools
and equipment necessary to build
safer communities.”

“We will be smart in the way we
allocate these resources,” Holder
said, “and we will hold ourselves ac-
countable for the how the funds are
spent, but we will ensure that their
delivery is not delayed by bureau-
cratic red tape in Washington.”

drugs smuggled in the waters of the
eastern Pacific off the coasts of
Central and South America.

U.S. Coast Guard Capt. Vincent
DelLaurentis and his crew on the
cutter Hamilton came back from
three months of searching for drugs
inbound to Mexico. They covered an
area of ocean about the size of the
Southeastern United States. They
captured six hard-to-detect boats
that travel at night and seized 30,000
pounds of pure cocaine.

DeLaurentis said drug traffickers
have become much more
aggressive in their smuggling
tactics. Among the new trends, he
said, “They're using vessels that are
less and less detectable, whether it's
these go-fast boats that travel at
night or the new self-propelled semi-
submersible vessels.”

Known as SPSS, self-propelled
semi-submersibles are something
like submarines, but they cannot fully
submerge. Anywhere from several
inches to a couple of feet remain
above the water line; they are
painted a blue or gray for
camouflage, and they are flat on top
with valves and air holes.

They are difficult to detect and
have become increasingly
sophisticated. Some can travel up
t0 5,000 miles and use fuel tanks for
ballast. They can carry some seven
to 10 tons of drugs, and because of
their low profiles and low radar
signatures, the vessels are popular,
DelLaurentis said.

The submersibles are builtin the
rebel-controlled jungles of
Colombia, and the U.S. Coast
Guard said cartels pay for
construction. The craft rendezvous
with fishing vessels or “go-fasts” —
boats that are typically 40 feetlong,
go 40 knots and can carry several
tons of heroin or cocaine. The drugs
then go to Mexico, where the cargo
is offloaded and transported across
the border into the U.S.

“The fact they're developing semi-
subs that can carry huge amounts
of drugs and running those vessels
for thousands of miles tells me that
it's a very sophisticated operation,”
said Capt. Tom Farris, commander
of Coast Guard Sector San Diego.

The Coast Guard tries to engage

“Mexico has become a vital hub,”
Reyes said.

According to the DEA, 90 percent
of all cocaine destined for the U.S.
comes through the Mexican-Central
American corridor, with 47 percent
not stopping in Central America but
going to Mexico.

The primary transit routes from
Mexicointothe U.S. are: Tijuanato San
Diego, Sonora to Phoenix, Arizona;
Chihuahuato El Paso, Texas; and the
states of Nuevo Leon and Tamaulipas,
which will cover the remaining south of
the border, to the Texas cities of Laredo
and Brownsville.

“Those are the principal lucrative
corridors,” Reyes said. They are
“controlled by separate organizations
because ofthe marketthey have inthe
United States, anditis a profit-minded
approach they take in securing these
corridors for themselves.”

The San Ysidro port of entry is the
busiest border crossing with Mexico
and the United States. More than
110,000 people pass through every
day, making it fertile ground for drug
cartels looking for new ways to ship
drugs.

Port Director Oscar Preciado
oversees the San Ysidro crossing.
On any given day, he said agents
seize five to 10 loads — about 50 to
500 pounds of marijuana, cocaine,
heroin or methamphetamines.
Recent seizures include marijuana
in tires and heroin in phony fuel
tanks, some with secret levers.

“They'll put it anywhere they can,
and they're very creative in creating
their own compartments and
concealing them,” Preciado said.

With border security tighter than
ever, Preciado said drug traffickers
are paying kids as young as 14 to
smuggle dope — mostly marijuana.

Drug traffickers who frequently
bribe Mexican police are now trying
to bribe U.S. agents. While rare,
officials said, it is serious.
“Corruption is one of our major
concerns. We do everything we can
to stop corruption,” Preciado said.

With billions of dollars at stake,
cartels will try anything, officials said.
“If we can't catch the drugs, what we
wantto do is make them spend more
resources in order to get the drugs
across the border,” said the Coast
Guard's Farris.

Avoid UsingTrademarked Images
On Social NetworkingWeb Sites

The Fraternal Order of Police
prohibits the use of its logo or
emblems on social networking sites,
such as Facebook, MySpace or
Twitter.

National Secretary Patrick Yoes
warned members at the spring
board meeting in Wilmington
against displaying the FOP star
emblem or other trademarked
images on personal or lodge Web
pages on these sites.

Yoes said the sites have become
popular among members and local
lodges, but using the FOP star
emblem has raised trademark
infringement concerns with the
National FOP.

He said that the “terms of service”
of Facebook asserts “ultimate rights
to any images or contents posted on
your page.” Yoes said that since the
FOP emblem is a federally
registered trademark, the social
networking site cannot own or
“assertany rights to useit.”

Yoes has requested that members
and lodges remove the FOP

emblem from personal or lodge
pages. MySpace and Twitter do not
make the same claim, but the
national lodge requests that
members and lodges not post the
images there either.

The national lodge does not have
a problem with using “Fraternal
Order of Police” or “FOP” on these
sites, even if these terms are
trademark protected.

This prohibition does not affect
lodge Web sites on the Internet that
have already been approved by the
national lodge, in compliance with
Web site policy.

Yoes said the FOP is working with
Facebook to get its policy change,
but until then you are asked to stop
using the emblem orimages.



Legislative News

The 2009-2010 biennial
session of the North Caro-
lina General Assembly con-
vened on Jan. 28.

The majorissue facing the
legislature this year is the
budget shortfall, now pre-
dicted to be $2.2 billion and
growing.

Further, the fiscal staff of
the General Assembly an-
nounced that is will cost an
additional $1.2 billion over
the next two years to provide
funding needed by the
state’s Health Plan, which
provides health insurance for
state employees, retirees
and their families.

Dealing with the chal-
lenges such a major budget
gap creates has occupied
the first months of the
governor’s administration
and the first quarter of the
session, and will continue to
do sofor the coming months.

State and local govern-
ment agencies and pro-
grams that serve the citizens
of North Carolina can expect
further budget cuts.

Although
Gov. BevPer-
due and Lt.
Gov. Walter
Dalton are
new to their
currentroles,
both are leg-
islative veter-
ans and that
experience has been evi-
dence in how quickly the
budgetissues have been ad-
dressed.

While the
top two posi-
tions in the
state gov-
ernment
may be new,
there has
been virtually
no changein
the General
Assembly’s leadership.
Senate President Pro-Tem-
pore Marc Basnight contin-
ues to lead the Senate with
Senator Charlie Dannelly as
the Senate Deputy Presi-
dent Pro-Tempore, Senator
Tony Rand as Majority
Leader and Senator Phil
Berger as Minority Leader
for the Republicans.

Representative Joe Hack-
ney began his second term
as Speaker of the House
with Representative William
Wainwright as Speaker Pro-
Tempore, Representative
Hugh Hollimann as Majority
Leader and Representative
Skip Starn as Minority
Leader for the Republicans.

The Fraternal Order of
Police’s major legislative
agendaitem - 25-year retire-
ment for law enforcement
officers - remains unchanged
for this session.

The FOP is also seeking
along deserved seat on the
Criminal Justice Education
and Standards Commis-
sion.

We are also working on a
“simplified” due process hill
which allows for an opportu-
nity to be heard by a neutral
fact-finder and representa-
tion by legal counsel during
any disciplinary action that
could result in dismissal.

Both House and Senate
members have stated that
they will be introducing bills
toimplement HR 980 in the
event it passes Congress.
The FOP will be actively in-
volved in support on those
bills, as well.

Here is an overview of leg-
islation supported or op-
posed by the Fraternal Or-
der of Police:

SB78: Repeal GS 95-98

Summary: This bill would
repeal the law that currently
prohibits contracts between
government entities and la-
bor unions involving collec-
tive bargaining.

FOP: In Favor

SB427: Restore Contract
Rights to State/Local

Summary: This bill would
repeal the prohibition
against collective bargaining
and also would set up a pro-
cess for collective bargain-
ing between state and pub-
lic service employees.

FOP: In Favor

HB297: Expand Emer-
gency Personnel Deduction

Summary: The bill would
increase the allowable in-
come tax deduction from
$250 to $1,000 for eligible
emergency services work-
ers and expand the list of

workers who are eligible to
take the deduction to include
911 center communication
staff or other dispatchers,
fire department personnel,
law enforcement agency
personnel and rescue or
emergency services person-
nel. The deduction is cur-
rently limited to eligible
firefighters and members of
unpaid volunteer rescue
squads.

FOP: In Favor

HB429: Retirement Sys-
tems COLAs

Summary: This bill would
provide a 1% cost of living
increase to retirees of the
teachers’ and state employ-
ees’ retirement system, local
governmental employees
retirement system, and the
consolidated judicial retire-
ment system.

FOP: In Favor

HB5: Good Faith Excep-
tion/Exclusionary Rule

Summary: This bill would
amend state law to allow
adoption of the good faith
exception to the exclusion-
ary rule. It also requests the
N.C. Supreme Court to re-
consider and overrule its
holding in State v. Carter that
the good faith exception to
the exclusionary rule, which
exists under federal law,
does not apply under N.C.
law.

FOP: In Favor

HB8: Prohibits Cell
Phones in Prison

Summary: This bill would
make it a Class A1 misde-
meanor to provide cell
phones to inmates in the
custody of the Department of
Correction.

FOP: In Favor

HB9: No Texting While
Driving

Summary: This bill would
make it unlawful to use “ad-
ditional technology” on a
mobile telephone while op-
erating a vehicle on a public
street or highway or a public
vehicular area.

FOP: No Position

SB7: Allowing Hunting On
Sunday

Summary: This bill would
repeal the law that currently
prohibits hunting on Sunday.

FOP: No Position

SB12: Ban Mobile Phone
Use While Driving

Summary: This bill would
make using a mobile tele-
phone or accessing addi-
tional technology unlawful
while operating a motor ve-
hicle on a public street or
highway or public vehicular
area.

FOP: In Favor

HB166: Increase Maxi-
mum Speed for Mopeds and
Scooters.

Summary: This bill would
increase the speed limit for

mopeds from 30 mph to 50
mph “on a level surface.”

FOP: Opposed

HB182: Allow Speed
Tables/Residential Subdivi-
sions

Summary: This bill would
allow installation and use of
“traffic tables” or “traffic calm-
ing devices” on state roads
within a residential subdivi-
sion.

FOP: No Position

HB192: Child Witness
Testimony/Codify Criminal
Law

Summary: This bill would
enacta new general statute
to authorize, inacriminal pro-
ceeding, and upon certain
findings by the trial court
judge, the use of remote tes-
timony by a minor who has
been found competenttotes-
tify and who testifies under
oath or affirmation, rather
than requiring that the testi-
mony be in an open forum.

FOP: No Position

HB194: Create Crime of
Smuggling Human Beings

Summary: This bill would
make it a felony to smuggle
a human being for profit or
commercial purpose.

FOP: No Position

HB207: Safer Communi-
ties Act

Summary: This bill would
expand the scope of the Eth-
nic Intimidation Act and in-
crease penalties for a viola-
tion, by amending the list of
relevant offenses to include
the term “sexual orientation.”

FOP: No Position

HB209: Sex Offender
Registry/Liberties with Stu-
dent

Summary: This bill would
add the offense of taking in-
decent liberties with a stu-
denttothe list of sex offenses
that requires registration un-
derthe sex offender registra-
tion act.

FOP: In Favor

HB211: Computer Crime/
Forensic Agent Funds

Summary: This bill would
appropriate $960,512 to the
State Bureau of Investigation
for eight new computer crime
and computer forensic
agents to investigate, arrest
and prosecute sexual preda-
tors who attempt to prey on
children.

FOP: In Favor

HB238: Require License
for Moped

Summary: This bill would
require a person operating
a moped to possess a
driver’s license.

FOP: In Favor

HB243: Mental Health/
Law Enforcement Custody

Summary: This bill would
provide that when a physi-
cian recommends inpatient
commitment, if the physician
also funds that the person is

in need of medical evalua-
tion or treatment prior to
transport to a 24-hour facil-
ity, the law enforcement of-
ficer must take the person to
a licensed medical hospital
for evaluation and treatment.

FOP: No Position

HB247: District Attorneys
& Clerks/Handguns in
Courthouse

Summary: This bill would
allow a district attorney,
deputy clerk of court or as-
sistant clerk of court who has
aconcealed handgun permit
to carry or possess a con-
cealed handgun while dis-
charging official duties, but
would only apply to Union
and Anson counties.

FOP: No Position

HB251: Wrecker Service
Storage Fees

Summary: This bill would
establish a maximum fee for
storage charges that may
be charged by a towing ser-
vice or company.

FOP: No Position

HB257: No Seizure of
Lawful Firearms in Emer-
gency

Summary: This bill would
specify that lawfully pos-
sessed firearms and ammu-
nition may not be seized dur-
ing a declared state of emer-
gency.

FOP: No Position

SB181.: Drivers Licenses
Charge Expiration/8 years to
65

Summary: This bill would
provide that a driver’s li-
cense could be issued that
was valid for eight years for
any person thatis less than
65 years old. Currentlaw al-
lows issuance of an eight
years driver’s license for
persons that are less than
54 years old.

FOP: No Position

SB219: Report Bicycle
Crashes to Law Enforce-
ment

Summary: This bill would
require the report to a law
enforcement agency of a
crash involving a motor ve-
hicle and a bicycle where the
total property damage ex-
ceeds $500.

FOP: No Position

SB122: Red Light Cam-
eras in Wilmington

Summary: This bill would
authorize the City of
Wilmington to use red light
cameras for safety and for
school, but not for profit.

FOP: No Position

SB235: Personal Protec-
tion in Restaurants

Summary: This bill would
allow persons with con-
cealed handgun permits to
carry the handguninto ares-
taurant.

FOP: No Position

State Name Visible

Summary: This bill would
make it unlawful to cover the
state name on a state li-
cense plate by use of a li-
cense plate frame.

HB84: No Bail for Certain

Summary: This bill would
provide that persons not law-
fully present in the United
States may be denied pre-
trial release in certain cir-
cumstances.

Summary: This bill would
amend the laws relating to
the restraint of juveniles inthe
courtroom to allow a judge,
in the judge’s discretion, to
subjectajuvenile to physical
restraint.

SB36: Expand Chemical
Analysis Sites/Controlled
Substances

Summary: This bill would
designate the Crime Labo-
ratory of the Iredell County
Sheriff's Office as an entity
that could submit chemical
analysis reports that would
be admissible to district and
superior courts without fur-
ther authentication.

SB39: Garbage Collec-
tion Trucks Parking on High-
ways

Summary: This bill would
permit garbage trucks to
stop on pavement of high-
ways outside municipal lim-
its while collecting garbage.

SB65: Amend Computer
Solicitation of Child

Summary: This bill would
expand the law prohibiting
solicitation of a child by com-
puter or commit an unlawful
sex act to include solicita-
tions by other electronic de-
vices as well as computers.

SB69: Crime Control and
Public Safety Wrecker Ser-
vice Fee Rules

Summary: This bill would
prohibit the Department of
Crime Control and Public
Safety from regulating the
amount of the fee charged by
awrecker driver that partici-
pants in the Rotation
Wrecker System for the
State Highway Patrol.

FOP: No Position

SB74: Increase Penalty/
2nd Degree Murder

Summary: This bill would
increase the penalty for 2nd
degree murder to a B1
felony.

FOP: In Favor

HB93: Caisson Coordina-
tor Contract Position/State
Highway Patrol

Summary: This bill would
provide funding for the State
Highway Patrol to contract
with someone to coordinate

the activities of the North
Carolina State Troopers As-
sociation Caisson Unit.

FOP: In Favor

HB96: Local Government
Surplus Property Donations

Summary: This bill would
clarify the authority of coun-
ties to donate surplus, obso-
lete or unused personal
property to other govern-
mental units or to nonprofit
organizations.

FOP: In Favor

HB98: License Renewal/
Deploying Reservists

Summary: This bill would
authorize areserve member
of the armed forces to re-
new their driver’s license
upon receipt of deployment
orders and would allow a 30-
day grace period for their
expired license upon their
release from active duty.

HB99: Military Police/
Creditfor B.L.E.T. Training

Summary: This bill would
require the Department of
Justice to conduct a study to
evaluate the impact of allow-
ing military personnel who
have completed military po-
lice training to receive credit
towards completion of the
Basic Law Enforcement
Training (BLET) course re-
quired by the N.C. Criminal
Justice Education and
Training Standards Com-
mission. The study con-
ducted by the Department of
Justice would be required to
be completed by Feb. 1,
2010 with a report to the
Joint Legislative Correc-
tions, Crime Control, and
Juvenile Oversight Commit-
tee.

HB118: Special License
Plate for Blue Knights

Summary: This bill would
authorize the Division of
Motor Vehicles to issue a
specialized license plate for
members of the Blue
Knights International Law
Enforcement Officers Motor-
cycle Club, Inc.

HB123: Death Penalty/
Proportionality Review

Summary: This bill would
require the Supreme Court
of North Carolina to evaluate
capital causes in which the
death penalty was imposed
as well as similar cases in
which the sentence of life
imprisonment was imposed
in conducting the proportion-
ality review required by law.

HB129: Habitual Misde-
meanor Larceny/Felony

Summary: This bill would
create the offense of habitual
misdemeanor larceny for a
person convicted of misde-
meanor larceny five or more
times.

HB130: Add FOP Mem-
ber to Criminal Justice Train-
ing Standards Commission

Summary: This bill would

add one member to the N.C.
Criminal Justice Education
and Training Standards
Commission to be selected
by the State Lodge of the
Fraternal Order of Police.

HB134: Assault State or
Local Officer or Employee

Summary: This bill would
raise the criminal offense of
simple assault on an officer
or employee or the state or
a city or county from a Class
Al misdemeanor to a Class
1Felony.

FOP: In Favor

HB162: Electronic Re-
cord Interrogation/B1, B2, C
Felony

Summary: This bill would
provide that a custodial in-
terrogation in a Class B1,
Class B2, or Class C felony
case must be electronically
recorded in its entirety. This
legislation would extend the
provisions of N.C.G.S. 15A-
211, that currently only ap-
plies in homicide investiga-
tions, to also apply to Class
B1, Class B2 and Class C
felonies.

SB123: Warrantless
Searches/Probationers &
Parolees

Summary: This bill would
expand the powers of law
enforcement officers, proba-
tion officers and parole offic-
ers by making it a regular
condition of probation that
the probationer submit at
reasonable times to war-
rantless searches of their
person or vehicle by any law
enforcement officer.

SB135: Operation of
Moped

Summary: This bill would
require mopeds to be regis-
tered with the Division of
Motor Vehicles and have
appropriate insurance.

FOP: In Favor

SB140: Amend Domestic
Criminal Trespass

Summary: This bill would
make it a felony for a person
who is the subject of a valid
protective order to trespass
on property where the pro-
tected party resides if that
property is operated as a
safe house for domestic vio-
lence victims. This offense
would apply even when the
person covered by the pro-
tective order is no longer
present on the premises of
the safe house. This legisla-
tion would also make it an
aggravating circumstance
for 1st degree if the defen-
dantwho is the subject of a
valid protective order com-
mits a murder on the pre-
mises of a shelter for victims
of domestic violence where
the party is residing.

HB269: Concealed Hand-
gun Permit Valid in Parks

Summary: This bill would
prohibit local governments
from adopting an ordinance

prohibiting a person with a
concealed handgun permit
from carrying their con-
cealed handgun in a local
government park.

HB275: Sex Offenders
Can'tbe EMS Personnel

Summary: This bill would
prohibit sex offenders from
serving as Emergency
Medical Technicians (EMTs)
or serving in other capacities
as emergency service per-
sonnel.

HB281: Uncorroborated
Snitch/No Aggravating Cir-
cumstances

Summary: This bill would
provide that in a capital
case, the jury would not be
able to find an aggravating
factor that is based on the
uncorroborated testimony of
an incustody informant.

HB310: Moped Registra-
tion/Licensing

Summary: This bill would
require mopeds to be regis-
tered with the Division of
Motor Vehicles, to have mo-
tor vehicle insurance and to
limit the operation of a
moped on a public street or
highway to those of a posted
speed limit of less than the
maximum speed recom-
mended by the manufacturer
for the engine displacement
of the moped being oper-
ated.

SB266: No Sex Offenders
on Juries

Summary: This bill would
provide that a person who is
a convicted sex offender
could not serve on ajury dur-
ing their period of registra-
tion.

FOP: In Favor

HB323: Prevent the Theft
of Scrap Metals

Summary: This bill would
strengthen the requirements
regarding secondary metals
recycling in order to help pre-
vent the theft of this property.

FOP: In Favor

SB270: Charlotte-Meck-
lenburg School Board Po-
lice

Summary: This bill would
allow the Charlotte-Mecklen-
burg Board of Education to
establish a campus law en-
forcement agency and to
employ campus law en-
forcement officers. These
officers would be required to
meet the standards and be
certified by the Criminal Jus-
tice Education and Training
Standards Commission.

FOP: In Favor

SB300: Amend Speeding
to Elude Arrest Statute

Summary: This bill would
provide that when the felony
Speed to Elude Arrest stat-
ute is violated, the vehicle is
subject to seizure and forfei-
ture.

SB351: No Felon as Sher-
iff

Summary: This bill would
allow voters of North Caro-
lina to vote in the general
election in November 2010
for or againstan amendment
to the North Carolina Consti-
tution to prohibit convicted
felons from serving as Sher-
iff.

HB405: Western Justice
Academy Firing Range

Summary: This bill would
require that the new firing
range to be constructed at
the North Carolina Justice
Academy’s western cam-
pus must be an indoor facil-
ity.

HB421: Use of Deadly
Force/SBI Investigations

Summary: This bill would
require the District Attorney
to release investigation re-
sults to the internal affairs unit
of the local law enforcement
agency as well as the de-
ceased next of kin and the
news media when law en-
forcement officers use
deadly force.

HB471: Selling Motor Ve-
hicle Registrations Unlawful

Summary: This bill would
make the sale of a tempo-
rary motor vehicle registra-
tion plate to a person who
was not authorized to pur-
chase the plate unlawfully.

HB473: Magistrate Can
Carry Gunin Courthouse

Summary: This bill would
provide that a magistrate
who has a concealed hand-
gun permit can carry or pos-
sess a concealed handgun
while in a courthouse to dis-
charge official duties.

SB360: Repeal Statesville
Police Act

Summary: This bill would
provide that the police offic-
ers for the City of Statesville
and the City of Mooresville
will have extraterritorial juris-
diction within one mile of the
corporate limits of their city,
pursuant to GS 160A-286,
but would no longer have
countywide jurisdiction
throughout Iredell County.

SB381: Establish Do-
mestic Violence Fatality
Review Team/Mecklenburg
County

Summary: This bill would
establish a Domestic Vio-
lence Fatality Prevention
and Protection Review
Team in Mecklenburg
County to identify and review
domestic violence related
deaths and to facilitate com-
munications between vari-
ous agencies and organiza-
tions involving domestic vio-
lence cases in Charlotte and
Mecklenburg County.
